According to some
experts, this warming process, known as
global warming, is occurring at a rate
unprecedented in the last 10,000 years. The
implications for the planet are very serious
Rising global temperatures could give rise to
such ecological disasters as extremely high
increase in the incidence of flooding and of
droughts. These in turn could have a harmful
effect on agriculture.

Itis thought that this anusual warming of the
Earth has been caused by so-called
greenhouse gases, such as carbon dioxide,
being emitted into the atmosphere by car
engines and modern industrial processes,
for example. Such gases not only add to the
pollution of the atmosphere, but also create
a greenhouse effect, by which the heat of the
sun is trapped. This leads to the warming up
of the planet.

Politicians are also concerned about climate
change and there are now regular summits
on the subject, attended by representatives
from around 180 of the world's industrialized
countries. Of these summits, the most
important one took place in Kyoto inJapan in
1997. There it was agreed that the most
industrialized countries would try to reduce
