❖ Dadasaheb Phalke Award is 

presented annually at the National 

Film Awards ceremony for 

outstanding contribution to the 

growth and development of Indian 

cinema. 

❖ The award comprises a medallion, a 

shawl, and a cash prize of 

₹1,000,000. 

❖ Devika Rani was the first recipient
