❖ This innovative platform provides 

open access to clinically correlated 

data from Indian cancer patients, 

specifically focusing on breast cancer 

initially. 

❖ The portal integrates various types 

of molecular data, including DNA, 

RNA, and protein profiles, which are 

linked with patient clinical outcomes. 

❖  The portal currently holds data 

from 50 breast cancer patients and 

aims to expand to over 500 patients 

in the next year

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❖ The "Fair Economy" agreement, on 

the other hand, will focus on 

promoting transparency and anti-

corruption efforts, including the 

sharing of information to tackle 

economic crimes across borders. 
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
