Solve any three problems given below: 
(a) "M" is unmarried daughter of "X" and is of 27 years of age. She claims 

maintenance from her father as she is not able to maintain herself. Is she entitled 
to maintenance under the Hindu Adoption and Maintenance Act, 1956? 

(b) "A" is mother of a minor Muslim "B". She sells "B's" immovable property 
for his necessities and benefit. "A" is de facto guardian of "B". Discuss the 
validity of the sale. 

(c) "B" climbed over "C's" wall in pursuit of a fowl. While in "C's" garden, an 
injury was caused to him by a spring-gun set by "C" without any notice. "B" 
files a suit for damages. Decide. 

(d) "M" entered into an agreement with "B" and engaged him for the purpose of 
performing puja and offering prayers to Lord Shiva for "M's" success in a suit 
and promised to pay! 10,000 to "B" in the event of success. The suit ended 
into"compromise under which "M" obtained a substantial sum, much beyond 
his expectations.
