A battle of Plassey was fought in 1757 in which it-defeated
Sirajudaula the Nawab of Bengal. After this, the company built Fort
William. This Fort was built in a way that an attack on it was not to
be easy. A vast space around this fort was left open to ensure its
protection. It came to be called as the maidan or garer-math by the
local people. This maidan was kept open for security purpose. If an
enemy ever dared to attack this fort, the artillery caused a heavy
loss. So an open space around this fort had become a landmark.
Undoubtedly it was the first important step of town planning in
Calcutta.
