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Quad Summit - 2024 

The 2024 Quad Summit was held on 

September 21, 2024, in Delaware, 

USA, hosted by U.S. President Joe Biden. 

The leaders from the Quad nations, 

including Prime Ministers Narendra 

Modi (India), Anthony Albanese 

(Australia), and Fumio Kishida (Japan), 

gathered to discuss regional security, 

health initiatives, and technological 

collaboration in the Indo-Pacific. 

The Quad (Quadrilateral Security 

Dialogue) was initially established in 

2007 as an informal strategic forum 

involving the United States, India, 

Japan, and Australia. 

Key Goals of the Quad Summit: 

❖ Indo-Pacific Security: Strengthening 

the security and stability of the 

Indo-Pacific region, often in 

response to concerns about the rise 

of China's influence. 

❖ Climate Change: The Quad countries 

aim to collaborate on combating 

climate change, reducing emissions, 

and encouraging green energy. 

❖ Technology and Cybersecurity: 

Enhancing cooperation on emerging 

technologies, cybersecurity, and 

ensuring the free and open 

development of technologies. 

❖ Health Security: Post-pandemic 

health collaboration, including 

vaccine distribution, strengthening 

supply chains for medical goods, and 

preventing future pandemics. 

❖ Economic Collaboration: Promoting 

free, open, and rules-based trade in 

the Indo-Pacific, including 

addressing challenges in global 

supply chains. The Quad summit, 

typically held at high-profile 

locations, showcases the member 

countries’ shared values and 

commitment to maintaining a free, 

open, and inclusive Indo-Pacific 

region. It often results in joint 

statements and initiatives to address 

global challenges.

Hungary and High Commissioner to 

Namibia.

This day was 

first announced in 2010 by the World 

Wildlife Fund (WWF) South Africa and 

has since become an international event 

aimed at raising awareness about the 

five species of rhinoceros—Black, White, 

Indian, Javan, and Sumatran rhinos—

and the challenges they face, including 

poaching and habitat loss.
